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MCC’S MARCO POLO 38M

EXPANDING ITS LINE OF EFFICIENT SUPERYACHT DESIGNS, Hong
Kong-based Maritime Concept and Construction (MCC) introduced

. in February at the Miami Yacht & Brokerage Show its designs for the
follow-up to 2007's 148ft Marco Polo series designed by Ron Holland
and built by Cheoy Lee Shipyards. The original Marco Polo explorer
yacht consumed just 26.5 gallons of fuel per hour while cruising at 11
knots. Plans for the new MP 38m, designed by MCC’s Chief Designer/
Naval Architect Kasia Milewska, call for a 125ft single-prop yacht with
a steel hull and composite superstructure, estimated to consume 21
gallons of gas per hour while running at 11 knots.

Besides its fuel-efficient design powered by a CAT C32 engine and
dual Schottel Pump Jets, the most recent Marco Polo uses teak-alter-
native Kebony for the vessel’s decks and a composite material for the
caprails. Norwegian company Kebony invented the wood of the
same name. The non-toxic, tropical wood alternative
is made of fast-growing, sustainable woods in an
eco-sensitive process, resulting in a material the
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company claims is as beautiful, durable, and as stable
as teak, yet stronger and lower maintenance.

The MP 38m one-ups her bigger siblings not only

guests a swim beach created by a hydraulic transom door, as well as
an elevator that travels to all decks.

With two double staterooms on the main deck, one double and
one twin on the lower deck, the MP 38m accommodates 10 guests.
Three double cabins house six crew on the lower deck.

The foredeck is home to the tenders and toys, plus a hydraulic
crane to launch them, leaving the remaining deck space for fun in
the sun. The skydeck sports a dining area, barbecue, Jacuzzi, bar,
and sunbathing space for reconnecting with the natural elements.

The MP 38m is expected to achieve a maximum speed of 14 knots
and a cruise of 12, with a 5,000nm range at 10 knots. She is available
for the interested client and will be built at the Cheoy Lee Shipyards
with an estimated 2012 delivery date.

Also underway for MCC at the Cheoy Lee yard is Marco Polo I,
the 148ft sistership to the 2007-launched Transocean Explorer
Series flagship, Marco Polo. Not only does this Ren Holland-
designed yacht carry on the series, but she also has the honor of
being Cheoy Lee Shipyards’ 5,000 hull. Marco Polo /lis scheduled
to launch later this year.
